Application to File Documents Conventionally
A party may conventionally file exhibits that cannot be converted to electronic form (e.g., video tape, audio tape, etc.) without seeking leave to do so.  A party must file a Notification of Conventional Filing to indicate the item on record. If a party has a voluminous filing (eg. exhibits), they may seek leave of court to file the documents conventionally. A party may seek2 leave of the court to file documents such as exhibits conventionally.  Parties should allow enough time (5 days) for the Judge to review the request to file conventionally, so that the filing may be done in a timely manner before the deadline.  If approved, exhibits filed conventionally must be filed according to the ECF Procedures available on the court's website at:http://www.mnd.uscourts.gov/cmecf/index.htm.
