The Court hereby enters the following Order based on the parties’ stipulated resolution of
Defendants’ Motion to Quash Plaintiffs’ Notice of Rule 30(b)(6) Deposition: “Guidant Cardiac
Device Medical Advisories & Recalls™:

1. Defendants’ objections to the deposition as noticed are withdrawn. The
deposition will be considered one deposition for purposes of any Court-imposed limitations on
Rule 30(b)(6) deposition discovery.

2. The deposition of Defendants’ designated witness, Randy Nuernberg, will
commence on March 2, 2006, at the offices of Faegre & Benson, 2200 Wells Fargo Center, 90
South Seventh Street, Minneapolis, Minnesota. The witness will be available for two
consecutive days of questioning of up to seven hours per day.

3. In the event that the parties determine that additional witnesses other than
Mr. Nuernberg are required in order to fully respond to the deposition notice, Defendants will
make any such witnesses available for deposition no later than March 15, 2006, at a time and
location mutually agreeable to the parties.
