The Claims Review Committee will submit its recommendations on the base
allocation and EIF awards for Claimants that did seek Extraordinary Injury Fund (“EIF)
awards to the Court no later than March 21, 2008. By that same date, the Claims Review
Committee shall provide counsel for each Claimant notice of the recommended amount
of these base allocations and EIF awards by email notification.

Claimants shall have until March 28, 2008 to file written objections to the
recommended base allocations or EIF awards which shall clearly explain the basis for the
objection and shall attach the relevant documentation from the record submitted to the
Claims Committee. Claimant shall highlight or otherwise specify the portions of the
record that support the objection but shall not submit additional materials outside the
record submitted to the Claims Committee. The objections and attachments shall not
exceed thirty pages absent leave of the Court. These objections should be filed
electronically with the Court in the above-captioned matter and may be filed under seal if
they contain confidential information. If the objection is filed under seal, not
withstanding the D.Minn. LR 5.1 and the Electronic Case Filing Procedures for the

District of Minnesota, the objecting party shall file the conventional filing placeholder, as
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required by the Electronic Case Filing Procedures, 1V, C. but rather than require that the
paper original be filed with the clerk’s office before 5:00 p.m. on the due date, counsel
shall mail the original objection on the due date to the clerk’s office at:

Counsel shall also serve the objection on Co-lead counsel via email at:

Claimants shall not object to the Claims Committee recommendations absent a
good faith basis for asserting such objections and the Court may reduce the claimant’s
base award or recommended EIF award if such objections lack such a good faith basis
based on the entire record.

The Court, in its inherent power may, sua sponte, issue any and all such
necessary orders for the implementation of the Plan of Allocation, including
entering Orders to Show Cause, as to why sanctions should not be issued for the
reckless submission of an unsubstantiated or non-meritorious objections. Such
sanction may include but not be limited to monetary penalties.

The Claims Committee shall have until April 11, 2008 to respond to any written
objections to the recommended base allocations or EIF awards. The Claims Committee
shall explain the basis for its initial recommendation, answer the objection and set forth

the relevant portions of the record which support its position. Any Claims Committee

response shall be filed electronically with the Court in the above-captioned matter and
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may be filed under seal if it contains confidential information. If a response is filed under
seal, the Claims Committee shall serve its response on the objecting party and Co-lead

counsel.

The Court will schedule a hearing on any objections if necessary after review of

the filed objections.
